Instead, he advocates for a more spontaneous
and intuitive approach to ethics, where individuals act in accordance with their inner truth
rather than societal expectations.His teachings continue to inspire seekers of wisdom and truth
to explore the depths of their own consciousness and embrace the human values that resonate

with their innermost being.

Introduction :

This study examines the ethical principles that underpin Osho Rajneesh's worldview and
teachings, an esteemed mystic and spiritual teacher from India. Osho's unusual and thought-
provoking teachings cover a wide range of subjects, including mindfulness, self-determination,
love, compassion, and non-judgment. This paper seeks to clarify how Osho's ideas offer profound
perspectives on these human values and their importance in contemporary society through a
thorough analysis of his works and talks.

Human values have long been a topic of reflection and debate, with philosophers, sages,
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and intellectuals from all traditions expressing their viewpoints on what it means to conduct a
purposeful and moral life. Osho Rajneesh is one such eminent character whose teachings have
profoundly influenced people looking for spiritual development, self-awareness, and a better
comprehension of human values.

This study will look at how Osho Rajneesh's ideas on human values are portrayed. It will
start by going through Osho's overarching philosophy and his perspective on human values. The
discussion will then move on to some of the particular human virtues Osho emphasised, including
love, compassion, freedom, and creativity. The significance of Osho's teachings for human society
will then be covered.

Osho, A Mystic Spiritual Leader from India:

Osho Rajneesh, often referred to as Bhagwan Shree Rajneesh, was a divisive mystic,
spiritual guide, and leader from India. He rose to prominence as a spiritual leader in the 20th
century. He was born in Gadarwara, Madhya Pradesh, India, in 1931, and he passed away in Pune,
India, in 1990. Osho was a prolific writer and speaker, and more than 30 languages have been used
to translate his teachings.His lectures cover a broad range of subjects, from mindfulness and
meditation to love and relationships, and they are frequently distinguished by their provocative and
outlandish nature.

Osho taught on a variety of subjects, including meditation, yoga, love, sex, relationships,
and spirituality. His teachings are a combination of Eastern and Western thought. He opposed
many conventional religious and societal ideas and was a fervent supporter of human freedom and
speech.

The significance of human values is one of Osho's main teachings. He thought that people had the
capacity to be loving, compassionate, and intelligent from birth, but that these traits are frequently
suppressed by society. Osho advised his followers to develop their own morals and live their lives
in accordance with their own inner truth.
Osho’s Philosophy of Human Values :

Osho's philosophy on human values is distinctive in a number of respects.

o First, he thought that every human worth is equally significant. Osho's philosophy does not
believe in a hierarchy of values.
o Second, Osho advocated the idea that human values are not something outside of ourselves.

They are innately a part of who we are.

o Third, Osho thought that moral principles are not unchanging or unalterable. Over time,
they may develop and change.

Osho emphasised the following human values:

1. Love: According to Osho, love is the most significant human value. He held that love is the

force that unites us all and that it is the secret to a contented and joyful existence.He thought that
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love was a way of being that should permeate all facets of life rather than just being an emotion
reserved for romantic interactions. In Osho's "Zorba the Buddha" notion, the worldly, pleasure-
seeking Zorba and the spiritual, contemplative Buddha were brought together. He did not see any
conflict between living a spiritual life and enjoying the joys of life.

2. Compassion : Osho also highlighted the significance of compassion. He thought that
compassion should be shown to all living things, including ourselves.Osho advised his followers to
embrace both the joys and sorrows that come their way in life and to live with an open heart.
People might develop compassion for themselves and others via self-awareness and meditation,
which would result in a more peaceful and compassionate society.

3. Individual Freedom : Osho was a fervent supporter of personal autonomy and expression.
He held the view that we ought to be free to live our life in accordance with our own principles and
convictions.Osho emphasised the significance of personal liberty as the foundation of human
ideals. He held that individuals could only truly experience freedom when they were liberated from
cultural indoctrination, dogma, and other people's expectations. Osho asserts that the only way to
find one's actual self and live truthfully is to free oneself from these limitations.

4. Creativity: According to Osho, everyone is a creative entity who should exhibit their
creativity in all facets of life.

5. Responsibility: We can be responsible by taking care of ourselves and our loved ones, by
being honest and ethical in our dealings with others, and by contributing to the well-being of our
communities.

6. Meditation: Osho advocated meditation as a way for people to connect with their inner
selves and release themselves from the constraints of the mind. One could obtain insights into their
desires, fears, and conditioning through meditation, allowing them to make conscious decisions
and lead lives that are consistent with their core beliefs.

7. Non-Judgment and Acknowledgement: Osho emphasised the significance of acceptance
and non-judgment as core human qualities. He held that criticism and judgement were byproducts
of the conditioned mind and were obstacles to one's spiritual development. Instead, he promoted a
nonjudgmental way of living, in which people accept one another for who they are.According to
Osho, real acceptance results from realising that every person is different and has their own
journey and experiences. One could contribute to the development of a more tolerant and
compassionate society by letting go of judgement and accepting people with an open heart.

8. Being present and mindful: Osho stressed the importance of mindfulness and presence in
his teachings. He urged people to let go of worries about the past and the future and focus only on
the present. Osho believed that mindfulness was a way of living that allowed people to completely
experience each moment and live their lives to the fullest.Individuals could improve their ability to

empathise, understand themselves and others better, and develop a sense of gratitude for the
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wonder and beauty of life by being totally present. Osho believed that this feeling of presence was
the way to true fulfilment and enlightenment.

Osho emphasised the significance of other values including honesty, truthfulness and courage, in
addition to the human qualities we've just covered. He thought that in order to live a good and
meaningful life, these ideals are necessary.

Osho also advocated the idea that moral principles apply to all people. They are crucial for
societies as a whole as well. He thought that peaceful and wealthy cultures are those that respect
love, compassion, freedom, and innovation.

He was an outspoken opponent of socialism, Mahatma Gandhi, and traditional Hinduism.
He preached the ideals of meditation, freedom, love, and life as a member of the Rajneesh
movement, gaining disciples and followers from all over the world and developing the reputation
of being more than just a motivational public speaker.

Osho's teachings and their effects on society :

Many aspects of human society are affected by Osho's teachings. First, Osho's emphasis on
love and compassion leads one to believe that we should work to make the world a more loving
and compassionate place. Second, Osho's emphasis on liberty says that we should develop a
society that is more tolerant and open-minded. Third, Osho's focus on creation says that we should
establish a culture that honours and encourages innovation.

Positive aspects of Osho's thoughts and philosophy

. Emphasis on individual freedom and responsibility: Osho believed that each individual
is unique and has the right to live their life according to their own values. He also taught that
individuals are responsible for their own happiness and well-being.

. Appreciation for diversity and pluralism: Osho was a strong advocate for diversity and
pluralism. He believed that all religions and spiritual traditions have something to offer, and that
people should be free to explore different ways of living.

. Emphasis on the importance of meditation and inner growth: Osho taught that
meditation is the key to self-realization and spiritual liberation. He also emphasized the importance
of inner growth and self-transformation.

. Support for creativity and individuality: Osho believed that everyone is creative and has
something unique to offer the world.

The National Education Policy lays particular emphasis on the development of the creative
potential of each individual. It is based on the principle that education must develop not only
cognitive capacities - both the ‘foundational capacities ’of literacy and numeracy and ‘higher-
order’ cognitive capacities, such as critical thinking and problem solving — but also social, ethical,
and emotional capacities and dispositions.

The rich heritage of ancient and eternal Indian knowledge and thought has been a guiding
light for this Policy. The pursuit of knowledge (Jnan), wisdom (Pragyaa), and truth (Satya) was
always considered in Indian thought and philosophy as the highest human goal. The aim of
education in ancient India was not just the acquisition of knowledge as preparation for life in this
world, or life beyond schooling, but for the complete realization and liberation of the self. World-

class institutions of ancient India such as Takshashila, Nalanda,Vikramshila, Vallabhi, set the
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highest standards of multidisciplinary teaching and research and hosted scholars and students from
across backgrounds and countries.

The Indian education system produced great scholars such as Charaka, Susruta, Aryabhata,
Varahamihira, Bhaskaracharya, Brahmagupta, Chanakya, ChakrapaniDatta, Madhava, Panini,
Patanjali, Nagarjuna, Gautama, Pingala, Sankardev, Maitreyi, Gargi and Thiruvalluvar, among
numerous others, who made seminal contributions to world knowledge in diverse fields such as
mathematics, astronomy, metallurgy, medical science and surgery, civil engineering, architecture,
shipbuilding and navigation, yoga, fine arts, chess, and more. Indian culture and philosophy have
had a strong influence on the world.

As consequences of such basic ethical reasoning, traditional Indian values and all basic
human and Constitutional values (such as seva, ahimsa, swachchhata, satya, nishkam karma,
shanti, sacrifice, tolerance, diversity, pluralism, righteous conduct, gender sensitivity, respect for
elders, respect for all people and their inherent capabilities regardless of background, respect for
environment, helpfulness, courtesy, patience, forgiveness, empathy, compassion, patriotism,
democratic outlook, integrity, responsibility, justice, liberty, equality, and fraternity) will be
developed in all students.

Children will have the opportunity to read and learn from the original stories of the
Panchatantra, Jataka, Hitopadesh, and other fun fables and inspiring tales from the Indian tradition
and learn about their influences on global literature.

Who is a saint?

A saint is one who is regarded as a holy person. Outward appearance or religious
following, or even capacity to foretell future happening, does not necessarily make a saint.
Professing a dogma and falling in line with certain so-called infallible traditions are not required
either, in order to be a saint. Belonging to a certain religious community and practicing a system of
rituals are not the signs of a saint, too. ‘Being holy’ is the mark of a saint. “True holiness is simply
the presence of God reflecting itself in the goodness of a person’s character and action’’. 1 That
would mean to say, a saint has to be endowed with a good human nature, first and foremost. He or
she needs to be characterized by a spiritual flavour of life.

The word ‘saint’

The word ‘saint’ is understood in two ways — general and particular. The general
understanding evolves from the basic meaning of the word whereas the particular understanding,
from its sectarian application. The word ‘saint’ derives from the linguistic roots sat, san and
shaant, which mean ‘true’, ‘calm’, ‘still’, ‘serene’ ‘quiet’, “peaceful’, ‘silent’, etc. Accordingly, the
inherent features of a saint would be being devout, wise, truthful, gentle, pure, noble, generous,
and serviceable as well as having faith, good conduct, and the like.

The sectarian application of the word

The word ‘saint’ was used in a sectarian sense beginning with Gyaneshwar of Varkari sect
of Maharashtra in the 14th century. The sectarian understanding of the word developed in to its full
capacity in the context of Kabeer in the 15-16th century. The 20th century literary criticism almost
sealed this particular sense of the word. Now, it is not applied to the sagun devotee poets like
Tulseedaas, Soordaas, Meerabaayee, etc. but to the nirgun devotee poets like Kabeer, Ravidaas,
Dadoodayal and the like. The sectarian use of the word accommodates the Soofee saints also, in a
certain sense.

A few names

Let me name a few of these saints from different parts of India -- Kabeer, Ravidaas,
Tukaraam, Gyaaneshwar, Naamdev, Eknaath, Jaanaabaayee, Muktaabaayee, NarseeMehtaa,
Meerabaayee, SreeNaaraayan Guru, Sarvagy, Thiruvalluvar, Purantardaas, Jaitraam,
Chattambiswaamikal, Basveshwar, Chaitanymahaaprabhu, Ghaaseedaas, Guru Naanak, Raamdaas,

Annamaachaary, Periyaar, Pothana, Molia, Thyaagraaja, Sundaradaas, Kutban, Manjhan,
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Bhaarteeyaar, JotibaaPhule, and the like.

The saints not only underlined the need of integrating the values of social life but their own
lives were a lofty example for the same. They were persons of great integrity. They were honest
and upright in character. They were simple and straightforward in heart. They were fully
committed to the society. The sole mission in their life was an all-out attempt at making the human
society a better place to live in. They started this campaign with themselves.

They proved themselves to be people of character — human and spiritual. The physical,
mental, emotional and spiritual components of their persons fitted together well. It is this personal
achievement of theirs which make them being remembered as inspiring models. Shree Naarayan
Guru suggests a highly imperative single-doze medicine for the disorganized and disintegrated
human society: ‘one caste, one religion, one God for the humanity.’
1.Bharatiya Shiksha must ensure that no promising young Indian of character having faith in
Bharai and her Culture Bharatiya Vidya should be left without modern educational equipment by
reason merely of want of funds.

2. Bharatiya Shiksha must be formative more than in- formative, and cannot have for its end mere
acquisition of knowledge. Its legitimate sphere is not only to develop natural talents but so to shape
them as to enable them to absorb and express the permanent values of Bharatiya Vidya.

3. Bharatiya Shiksha must take into account not only the full growth of a student's personality but
the totality of his relations and lead him to the highest self-fulfilment of which he is capable.

4. Bharatiya Shiksha must involve at some stage or other an intensive study of Sanskrit or
Sanskritic languages and their literature, without excluding, if so desired, the study of other
languages and literature, ancient and modern.

Education is also
considered as a tool for all-round development of a man, it broadens the horizons, deepens the
insight; stimulate the thought process and helps for the self-realization. Quality education is a
prime factor for the upliftment of any society. For maintaining the quality education, we need
quality teachers who are committed to teaching and equipped with necessary knowledge, skills and
competencies for effective teaching and ability of acceptance and integration of innovative
teaching-learning strategies in the process of teaching. In India the teacher has traditionally
occupied a special status; a role model for scholarly qualities, high moral character and self-
esteem. The integrity of a teacher has been considered impeccable and they command respect from
the society as builders of the nation. Kothari Commission Report (1964) stated that the destiny of
India is now being shaped in her classrooms. This, we believe, is no mere rhetoric. In a world
based on Science and Technology, it is education that determines the level of prosperity, welfare
and security of the people. On the quality and number of persons coming out of our schools and
colleges will depend our success in the great enterprise of national reconstruction.

Social Science has revolutionized our present society. In the last two decades has
dramatically reacted into every aspect of social and cultural lives and also on educational system to
a greater extent. But at the same time Teaching and other Educational Endeavours have not taken
full advantage of these changes. We have allowed our schools to remain in the past, while our
children are much ahead. In the Classroom we present our knowledge to our children in a linear,
didactic manner that differs dramatically from the children’s previous experience outside the
school. The result is the mismatch between the learner and the educator. But it is not the children
who are mismatch to the schools; rather the schools are mismatch to the children. This divergence
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between our children and our educational practices needs a drastic educational reform that will
bring the classroom into line with society, only by renewing educational practices; we can close
this gap and reunite our schools with our children and rest of the society. Teacher must know the
most current research practice which can be used effectively to match particular teaching
procedures. Such goals are not easy to achieve. It requires re-organization of the Standard 9th
students teacher education programs as well as the school system keeping in view the new
pedagogy and challenges of globalization.
CONSTRUCTIVIST TEACHING - LEARNING MODELS
There are different constructivist teaching-learning models have been evolved based on the
theory. Constructivist Instructional models should be mainly based on three elements (Brooks &
Brooks, 1999)
1. Students Prior Knowledge which affects future learning because what a learner already
knows interacts with the new conception to which the learner has been exposed.
2. Student’s construct meaning through interaction with others, with materials and by
observation and exploration of interesting and challenging activities.
3. Students should construct understanding around core concepts and big ideas. And apply to
the new situations.

So, constructivist teachers ascertain the understanding of their students, plan mediating
events that assist students in moving from a current understanding to a more scientifically accepted
understanding and provide time for discussion on any needed additional experiences for students to
construct deep conceptual understanding.

Many learning designs based on constructivist assumptions are available in the literature of
constructivism. Constructivist pedagogy is not attached to a single model or strategy, but it will
provide a view of various strategies that suggests specific instructional principles that can be a
great use to create constructive learning environment in the classroom. These are descriptive but
not prescriptive. The important worth mentioning models which have drawn attention of educators
in the past several years are,

THE LEARNING CYCLE MODEL
» Exploration
» Invention and Development of Concept
» Concept Application

The learning cycle model is three step design developed by Atkin-Karplus (1962) Learning
Cycle model with Science Curriculum Improvement Study (SCIS), where in Pupil learn through
their own actions and reactions with minimum guidance. Students have an initial experience with
phenomena. Students are introduced to new terms associated with concepts that are the object of
study. The learners are expected to raise questions they can’t answer with their present ideas. The
concept would be the introduced and explained with the help from the teacher. The concepts

The engagement stage stimulates the curiosity and activates prior
knowledge of learners. Engagement draws the learners’ need, desire and commitment to attend to,
participate in, cooperate with and self-regulate their learning. The activity should be a problem or
an event, or a demonstration that raises questions and motivates students to discover more about
the concept. This stage helps in make connections between past and present learning experiences.
Teachers should make the democratic environment where the learners become mentally engaged in
the concept, process or skill to be learned. It gives opportunities for teachers to understand
misconception of students.
